„... Disappearance Of Organs Is Fake“

Interview with Tradipractitioner Baaboh Forkinang

Amidst the hew and cry of alleged disappearance of sex organs with a rapid spread from Kumba, Limbé, Douala, Yaoundé and other towns, “Cameroon Tribune” sought an explanation of the phenomenon by a tradipractitioner.

C.T.: Has any human being the powers to make a sex organ disappear?

Baaboh Forkinang: No. However, I think some people who possess witch craft potentials may be able to undertake such fits. But for us traditional healers, we know that even then, they would not attack innocent people. They can not be successful without a cause. Apart from this, I think rampant news of the disappearance of sex organs is fake.

C.T.: How do the exceptional cases you mentioned occur?
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B.F.: I insist that you must have a genuine cause. There are certain herbs I have heard of which can only cause impotence, reduce the size of the penis, or cause a hynia of the testes. But I am not interested in these, and above all, in any that can cause a complete disappearance. My work is centered on the treatment of the former cases only. People may do this to prevent others from going out with their wives. Here again, there is a reason or cause for the punishment. That sex organs completely disappear! I have never seen that throughout my twenty-year career.

C.T.: But those who have been victims have testified.

B.F.: I think it is all dreamed-up stories to victimize people. People should think twice and see where the problem lies. You may have an enemy or someone may just try to get your money ... It is a matter of settling scores. Even witches in the village, we usually tell people not to beat them. We have traditional rites that we perform in such cases. The truth is that none of the disappearance case has been diagnosed in the hospital or seen. I challenge anybody with disappeared penis to come to me for free treatment.

C.T.: As a collaborator with doctors of modern medicine, can this be scientifically proven?

B.F.: To the best of my knowledge, no. I know there are plants with scientifically-tested elements that can render someone invisible to other human beings. In this case, it is the individual who uses it and his physical being is not seen by human beings. Not parts.

C.T.: How can this social disorder be checked?

B.F.: People should not be frightened. There should be calm. I remember once a charlatan in a blackmail effort warned people to desist from shaking hands with me or face paralysis. Here again, it was setting of scores. I think there should be an elaborate campaign to clear the fear because people are using it for selfish ends now.
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
